
      On August 18 and 20, pub-

lic forums were held at the 

Haynes and Rutherford 

County Libraries to inform 

and gauge interest in enlarging 

or rebuilding the two facilities, 

as well as to help form a long-

range plan. 

      Subjects discussed were:  

the need for more space and 

shelving which is accessible; 

dedicated spaces for public 

computers and periodicals; 

enclosed study rooms for pri-

vacy; a meeting room for chil-

dren’s programming and the 

community; and more storage 

and work space for the staff. 

      A building program was 

identified 5 years ago in which 

Haynes Branch was to get 

more space by 2009, and by 

2011, a 41,000 square foot 

facility was slated for Spin-

dale, currently at less than 

8000.  Last spring, the county 

purchased property on Daniel 

Road for several departments, 

including a library, but since 

then, nothing has been speci-

fied and priorities have shifted 

the buildings to Phase 2 of the 

County’s Long-Range Plan. 

      Petitions are currently at 

the front desk of both libraries 

for the public to sign, encour-

aging the commissioners to 

commit to a building program 

and to identify a timeline for 

completion.  Patrons are en-

couraged to sign it, as well as 

to send respectful letters to the
