Mango is free to all Library patrons and is the easiest and most effective way to learn 

to speak a foreign language.  Mango is available in two versions:  Mango Basic and 

Mango Complete.  Mango Basic is perfect for a foreign language beginner.  It teaches 

everyday greetings and helpful phrases in a short period of time.  The courses require 

only 2-5 hours of time to complete, and are currently available in 22 foreign languages and 14 English 

as a Second Language (ESL) courses.  Mango Complete offers a 100-lesson course and is designed to 

provide a more complete understanding of the language and culture. It is available in 9 foreign lan-

guage and 3 ESL courses.

2010 Citizens Survey Results  

    Thanks to all those who filled out the Library Services survey during February.  Over 500 individuals com-
pleted the forms, which attempted to evaluate the degree to which the Libraryõs materials and programs ad-
dress the usersõ needs; ways in which those resources can be strengthened; the quality of customer service 
provided by the Libraryõs staff; frequency of Library use; the Importance of the Libraryõs various roles to the 
community overall; and the Barriers to greater use of the Libraryõs facilities and materials.   
    Scope View Strategic Advantage has compiled and evaluated the data, and found that the number one ser-
vice named by patrons was books for children, followed closely by programs for children.  Books for adults, 
resources for school homework, and internet access computers rounded out the top five rankings of impor-
tance.  The library received very positive ratings regarding books, materials, resources, and staffing, however 
the small size of the facility was seen as a detriment to being able to provide adequate services.
